 DNC Did not start; did not come to the starting area  

 DNS Did not start (other than DNC and OCS)  

 OCS Did not start; on the course side of the starting line at her starting signal and failed to start, 
or broke rule 30.1   

 ZFP 20% penalty under rule 30.2  

 UFD Disqualification under rule 30.3   

 BFD Disqualification under rule 30.4  

 SC Scoring Penalty applied   

 DNF Did not finish  

 RET Retired  

 DSQ Disqualification  

 DNE Disqualification that is not excludable   

 RDG Redress given  

 DPI Discretionary penalty imposed

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Appendix A 
A8.1       If there is a series-score tie between two or more boats, each boat’s race  
scores  shall  be  listed  in  order  of  best  to  worst,  and  at  the  first  point(s)  
where there is a difference the tie shall be broken in favour of the boat(s)  
with the best score(s). No excluded scores shall be used. 
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A8.2      If a tie remains between two or more boats, they shall be ranked in order  
of  their  scores  in  the  last  race.  Any  remaining  ties  shall  be  broken  by  
using the tied boats’ scores in the next-to-last race and so on until all ties  
are  broken.  These  scores  shall  be  used  even  if  some  of  them  are  
excluded scores. 
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
